ABC Advertise user manual

1. Overview

ABC Advertise is the solution to create a local banner network. Local banner network is absolutely necessary for constant information update on your site. It works perfect to let your visitors and customers know about the upcoming events (such as sales, special discounts, promotion campaigns), it is also a great tool for advertising products and telling the hot news.   


ABC Advertise starts working as soon as you insert only one line into your php file. ABC Advertise Administrative Panel enables you to create ad banners with unlimited number of pictures/text/html files in it. 

ABC Advertise supports .gif, .jpg, .jpeg, .png, .htm, .html, .txt, .swf file types.
You can build as many various ad banners as you wish. 

2. Requirements 
· PHP 4.3.x

· Browser Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 or higher with Cookie and JavaScript support

 

3. ABC Advertise installation instruction 

For ABC Advertise installation you need to create a folder (e.g. “/Path/ADV”) and copy files into it.

Important: 

Folder  img must be  -rwx -rwx- -rwx  (777) cmode.

Folder img_settings must be  -rwx -rwx- -rwx  (777) cmode.
All files inside folder img_settings must be  -rwx -rwx- -rwx  (777) cmode too.
The process of starting your local banner network is easy and requires the insert of one text line in your HTML file.

include_once("/PATH_TO_SCRIPT/ad_rotator.php");

To create several banners for one page you can do the following:

· You need banners of the same size.

Insert the line <?php include_once("/PATH_TO_SCRIPT/ad_rotator.php"); ?> into required places of your php page

· You need banners of different type and size.

As it may cause problems with the layout of your page we recommend you to create one more directory for the script (e.g. “/Path/ADV1”) and copy ABC Advertise into it. Then insert <?php include_once("/ADV1/ad_rotator.php"); ?> into the page source code.

4. ABC Advertise Administrative Panel

An Administrator can manage banners via the ABC Adverstise Administrative Panel using Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 and later. The support of Cookie and JavaScript must be switched on. 

A standard ABC Adverstise management scenario is as below: 

· logging in to the system 

· changing the data 

· logging out 

Start working with the Administrative Panel by opening in the browser window the page“\PATH_TO_SCRIPT\index.php”.

A system access for the Administrator is protected by a login name and a password. 

You can change login name and password in the file: "/PATH_TO_SCRIPT/admin.inc.php”

Input your login and password instead admin/admin in lines:

login=admin

pass=admin

Administrator's Functions 
The Administrator has an access to the following functions through the Administrative Panel: 

· uploading new files

· managing output mode

· maintaining banners

Administrative Panel 

On logging into the system Administrator gets to the ABC Adverstise Administrative Panel (further referred to as Administrative Panel).

Every time you’ve changed the information you get the notification whether it is success or failure. 

Uploading new banner

To upload new banners select the file from your local computer and press [Upload] button.

Note:  Supported file formats: .gif, .jpg, .jpeg, .png, .htm, .html, .txt, .swf

How to show banners

You can select the output mode. There are 2 options: randomly and consistently.

Select [randomly] output mode for banners to appear randomly. Select [consistently] for banners to appear in sequence.

Maintain existing banners

In this section you select, delete and edit ad banners. 

To delete banners check the box before the image name and press [Delete]. 

To edit the height and the width of your images fill in the fields [width] and [height] and press [Edit].
Insert the links on your pictures in the field [href], provide them with alternate note in the field [alt] and then press [Edit].

After you have performed all necessary changes you can select the ad banners. Check the box [on/off] for banners and press [Edit].
To modify text/html files for banners change it in [text]/[html] field and press [Edit].
